1993, born and raised in Irvine, California by a loving and supportive family, 
Ryan had a natural born talent for baseball which he would later exemplify 
during his high school years. As a four year Varsity starter Ryan took the O.C. 
Giants to the State and Western Regional Championship and the teamôs first 
Connie Mack World Series appearance in Farmington, NM.   A ñTrue 
Champion,ò whose life ended abruptly in a car accident shortly after attending 
his freshman year at Pepperdine University. 
 
With approval  from the City of Irvine Council and the broad support of 

the community of Irvine, the main field at Windrow Park was renamed ñRyan 
Lemmon Stadiumò as well as a placement of a life size bronze statue honoring 
Ryan and his athletic achievements.  
 

 
 

 In 1995  following the loss of his son, his father and founder Guy W. 
Lemmon established the ñRyan Lemmon Foundationò as a way to ñgive backò 
to the baseball community. The foundation holds its annual Ryan Lemmon 
Foundation ñShowcaseò and prides its self as the ñultimate game of youth 
baseball.ò Were young men, who once competed for years against each other 
on different teams, become the ñAll Star League Teamò for one day, in a 
Triple- Header weekend. The camaraderie of the sport and its life time lessons 
are memorable ones and is never forgotten by these young men.  In Ryanôs 
loving memory, the O.C. Connie Mack league selects a player every year for 
its ñTrue Championò award and is awarded annually at the Senior Showcase.
